Bringing Vital Aid to Heartbroken Residents
and Fire-Ravaged Communities

Multiple catastrophic wildfires swept through Los Angeles County in January,
destroying or severely damaging more than 17,000 homes and forcing tens of
thousands to evacuate just ahead of the flames. Today, thousands of people

who lived and worked in fire-ravaged communities like Altadena and Pacific
Palisades are coping with unimaginable destruction and an uncertain future.

Since the first wildfire ignited, dedicated American Red Cross volunteers and
employees have been there for hard-hit residents. With our response partners,
they helped open shelters for individuals and families who had nowhere else to
go. These points of refuge also served as hubs for aid and information, where
wildfire survivors could stop by to get a warm meal, charge their phones and
learn about available support. Our Reunification teams also supported 960
requests from people hoping to reconnect with missing loved ones.

To help with urgent needs, the Red Cross has provided immediate financial
assistance for severely affected families. In addition, our teams have offered
nourishing food, relief items, and health and mental health services to wildfire
survivors, helping to ensure that no one faces this crisis alone. As people return
to their homes to salvage what they can, we have also distributed essential
personal protective equipment to help them stay safe from toxic smoke

and ash.

Our response to aid the tens of thousands of people impacted by this January'’s
wildfires is still in its early stages. Powered by the generosity of our donors, we
will continue to work with local officials, government agencies and nonprofit
partners in the months ahead to coordinate relief and recovery efforts for these
and any future wildfires this year, helping survivors get back on their feet and
rebuild their lives.
